Espn.com , as expected, has a terrific website.  Tune in to ESPN radio, or follow their easy links to the official sites of the NBA, WNBA, NHL.  Abcsports.com is part of ESPN’s network as well.

For CBS coverage, go to sportsline.com.  The quick links are at the top of the page for the official league sites, along with tv listings, contests, and a sports shop.  Sign up to play fantasy football, it looks like a lot of fun.

Nbcsports.com is another fine network site, with commentaries, live voting, tv listings, and an “ask the experts” section.  Want local scores?  Just enter your zip code into their search engine.  Stop by one of NBC’s other sites, nbcolympics.com for a head start on the Salt Lake City 2002 Olympic games.

Want more variety, perhaps personal web pages devoted to your favorite team?

Visit dir.lycos.com/sports for a fantastic list of every sport imaginable.  Click here for literally thousands of sites for most every activity you can imagine.  Look for normal categories such as football, bicycling, and fishing, and some not-so-ordinary ones like korfball, petanque, and highland games.  Museum of sports, searchable sports databases, sports economics links and more.

Some topics there that I didn’t see anywhere else were tchoukball, pickleball and hurling (and no, its not what your kids think it is!)  Go to sitedirectory.netscape.com/Directory/Sports/index.html for Netscape’s version.
