Most all of the search engines have the news and informational links available right on the front page. Google has updated their portal page with a link which offers news and support links relating to the current events.





Lycos has set up a special page for victims and volunteers.  It lists not just news articles, but information on how to volunteer, where to donate, links to lists of known survivors, and prayer and


condolences pages.  A special ribbon with stars and stripes has been designated to show your support for those affected by these attacks.  A gif picture of the ribbon is posted that you can display on your web page if you wish.  Thank you Lycos for this very informational portal.
